Student Assessment Data  

• Includes the following three assessments: M-STEP (Michigan Student Test of 

Educational Progress), MI-Access (Alternate Assessment), and College Board 

SAT  

• Presents assessment information for English language arts and mathematics 

for grades 3 to 8 and 11, and MI-Access science for grades 4, 7, and 11, 

compared to state averages for all students as well as subgroups of 

students.  

School Accountability Data 

• Includes information on schools’ performance on various measures such as 

student proficiency and growth on state assessments, graduation, and 

attendance rates. Performance is measured on 0-100 index scales 

• Reports schools identified under three federally required categories for 

further support: Comprehensive Support and Improvement, Targeted 

Support and Improvement, and Additional Targeted Support 

 
Educator Qualification Data 

• Identifies the number and percentage of inexperienced teachers, principals, 

and other school leaders 

• Reports teachers who are teaching with emergency or provisional credentials 

• Includes teachers who are not teaching in the subject or field for which they

A Comprehensive Support and Improvement (CSI) school is 

one whose performance was in the lowest 5% of all schools in the state, had a 

graduation rate at or below 67%, or failed to exit ATS status in 2021-22. Some 

schools are not identified with any of these labels. In these cases, no status label is 

given.
